     Main Screen      
 

�������� Main Screen:  is used for selecting and managing radio and tv stations or links to 
streamed or local movies. 

 

 
 

• Select a Station in the list:  Click Play to launch the player dialog with visual effects, 
movie or TV view 

• Play (green button):  Launches the player dialog with visual effects, movie or TV 
view for the selected station in the list. 

 
• Recorder (red button):  Launches the mp3 / oggs stream recorder. 
 
• Replay (yellow button): Lets you select a previous recorded mp3 ( or any media file) 



for replay in the Player dialog. 
 
• Filter:  This option filters the station list displaying a subset of Radio and TV stations 

that match the filter conditions. Filters exists for Genre, Category, Type and Rating. 
 
• Search: Finds the next station where the name or category match. 
 
• Player controls: At the buttom of the Main Screen you have access to a radio player 

allowing you to quickly tune in and listen to the selected stations. 
 
• Copy and Delete buttons: to manage the Station List 
 
• Double click on a Cell in the grid: opens that cell for editting. 
 
• Clicking on the column header in the grid: sorts the station list by that column. 
 
• Trim MP3: opens a mp3 selection dialog after which the selected mp3 file can be cut 

and trimmed in the tool MP3DirectCutter. This makes it easy to make the songs 
recorded perfect and also allows you to trim any song part for use on a cell phone as 
ring tones (see more in the section below). 

 
• Info Url: launches the web browser and navigates to the info url. Often stations have 

a web site listing information about whats playing and what the schedule looks like. 
Some also have competitions and other features offered by the station. 

 
• Settings: opens the settings dialog. 
 
• Skin: opens the skin selection dialog where you can choose the appearence of Cool 

Radio Recorder. 
 
• About:  opens the about dialog with information about Cool Radio Recorder.   
    

  Note:  Info url is not always available 
  Note:  A radio station may not be awailable 24/7. In that case the player status will say station 

not available. Try looking up the station's schedule on the internet or pick another station.   
 

 

    Adding and Editing Stations      
 

�������� Edit a Station:  To edit information, category or Stream URL of a radio station you 
simply need to double click in the Cell. Double clicking the cell opens it in edit mode and 
you can type or paste information. 
 
�������� Adding a Station:  To add a new station. Select a station with similar category or genre 
and click COPY. The row will be copied and you can now alter the stream url and other 
cells to match the new station. Note: Only stations broadcasting ICE-Streams with MP3 
can be recorded. Other type of stations can be streamed and listen to or watched in the 
case of a TV stream. 

Name: enter the name you want the station to have 

StreamUrl: paste the URL of the MP3 stream 

Genre: Enter the matching genre 



Category: Is a user-defined field you can use for filtering. You could for example write  
"Andy's Favorites" 

Rating: Is also an option to set a rating on how good or important the station is. 

  

Info Url: can be used for a web link if you want to remember where to navigate for station 
info. Clicking on the Button "Info Url" will then launch the default webbrowser to this url. 

Output: is the default output format.  If you only want the song title you can change it to 
%SONG%.mp3. If the station is streaming Oggs format you can change it to 
%SONG%.ogg 

 
 
�������� Adding a Stations with PLS files:  You can also add a set of stations from PLS files. 
When you click on "Load PLS" you can select a pls file from a Folder. All PLS Files in that 
folder are then loaded - each file as a station. 
We used DracullSoft's ShoutScan to make the standard stations list (see 
http://www.digiapp.com/shoutscan.html) but you can also download the pls files yourself 
from http://www.shoutcast.com/  
 
 
�������� Deleting a Station:  Select a station row in the grid and click Delete. 
 

 
 

 



    Skin 
 

��������  Click on the Skin button:  will open the skin dialog.  
 

  Note:  In this manual different skins have been used with different pictures to allow you to see 
some of the skins available. When you have selected a skin for Cool Radio Recorder all of the 
dialogs and screen will usethe same skin and appearence. 
 

  
 

 
 

 
 



    MP3 Direct Cut Utility 
 

�������� Click on the Trim MP3:  will open the a file open dialog and let you select any of the 
recordings you made into the Mp3DirectCut utility for processing and trimming. 
 
mp3DirectCut is a frame based editor for MPEG audio. You can cut, copy, paste or 
change the volume without re-encoding anything. This makes mp3DirectCut very fast 
and prevents loss of audio quality.  
 
With mp3DirectCut and CoolRadioRecorder you will get 100% recording quality with NO 
re-encoding!  
 

 

 
 

Click on the ? to access the help for mp3DirectCut. You can fade in and fade out, trim cut 
and edit the mp3 file without any loss in quality. 

After Trimming the MP3: it’s easy to save and “copy to” or “move to” your cell phone. 

 



    Move or Copy the MP3 file 

“Copy To” and “Move To” are two new options on in your normal file explorers right click 
menu. A simple way to move the mp3 file to a cell phone is to click Replay and right click 
on the file. 

 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 

 



    Player Screen 
 

��������  Play (green button):  by selecting a station from the station list and clicking the Play 
button the Player Screen will open. The Player has the ability to show visual effects for 
the radio station and can also display TV and Movies. The two circular buttons allow you 
to either stretch the view or go to full screen view. 
  

 
 

 
 

 
 



    Recorder Screen 
 

��������  Recorder (red button):  by selecting a station from the station list and clicking the 
Recorder button the Recorder Screen will open.  
 

  
 

• Listen: will open the player screen for the selected Radio Station url - just like the 
Play button does in the Main Screen. 

 
• Record: Will start recording the Radio Station to MP3 or Ogg. The recorded format 

must match the format streamed by the station. Most radio stations stream MP3, but 
Cool Radio Recorder can also record OGGs format if the station is broadcasted in as 
an ICE stream.  

 
• Schedule: Allows you to setup a scheduled recording. Cool radio recorder integrates 

with windows scheduler on all platforms. For windows XP and Vista you can even 
configure your machine to wake up from hibernation and start recording. 



 
• Save Folder: allow you to specify automatic file naming and the folder you wish to 

use for saving. In the Main Screen you can enter different save folders and naming 
configuration used for each station. Cool Radio Recorder will use any combination of 
%STATION%, %SONG%, %DATE%, %TIME% and automatically substitute these 
variable with the matching meta data information. Using %SONG% is very helpful 
when recording with the "Single Song pr File" option  as each new song on the 
station will be places in each own file with a file name matching the song title and 
often with artist name too - provided the information is available. 

 
• Start recording option: enter any part of a song or artist name. Cool Radio 

Recorder will then only records songs that matches this text.  
 

 
 
above you can see the MP3 file recorded with station name and song title automatically 
added. note that duration is just 16 seconds since this was just to show you the result. 
You can also see the bit rate information and that its not protected meaning you can copy 
and share it. 
 
 

  Note:  You can not record TV using the build in recorder. 
  Note:  Visit http://www.coolradiorecorder.com to see an example of how to configure a

Scheduled Recording 
 

Cool Radio Recorder integrates with windows scheduler on all platforms. For windows XP 
and Vista you can even configure your machine to wake up from hibernation and start 
recording. 
 
Configuring a scheduled recording is easy. You select as station as you would do 
normally and click Record to open the Recorder Screen. Now you can set all the option 
you like for the recording (refer to the section about Recorder Screen). Then you click the 
Yellow button “Schedule” and a scheduling dialog is displayed.  
 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 



You can schedule as many recordings from many different stations at the same time! The 
only limitation is the speed of your Internet connection.  
 
It is also easy to repeat recordings at a given time weekly or each day as well as other 
settings like waking up the PC from Hibernation.
